Finding the Park

Hawkins Recreational Park is in Santa
Rosa County in Northwest Florida. From
Interstate 10, take Exit 26 and go north
on County Road 191. Follow CR-191
through Bagdad and into Milton. Turn left
onto Caroline Street (U.S. 90), and right
onto Stewart Street (State Hwy. 87). After
0.8 mile, turn right onto Munson Highway
(CR-191). Hawkins Park is one mile
down on the right. Although the official
address is 5550 Bubba Lane, the park’s
entrance is on Munson Highway.
